Warning: Ensure that the power cord is disconnected from the electrical supply.

•  Identify which Ballast needs replacing
- Ballast #1 operates the front 2 tubes
- Ballast #2 operates the middle 2 tubes
- Ballast #3 operates the rear 2 tubes

•  Each ballast has an AC supply on one side identified by the thick blue and brown wires and 7 white 
output wires that are connected to 2 adjacent lamp holders at each end of the reflector

•  Disconnect the Blue & Brown AC supply wires by pushing down on the white button on the connector block.
On Ballast #3 you will also need to disconnect the green earth wire.

•  Disconnect the 7 white wires that lead to the lamp holders by pressing down on the grey button above each
wire on the connector block.

Note: the position of each of the wires is critical and therefore it is recommended to put the new ballast next
to the old one and move one wire at a time from the old to the new ballast.

•  Unscrew the 2 mounting screws located at either end of the ballast and remove the ballast.

•  Screw the new ballast to the chassis with the mounting screws and reconnect the AC supply wires.

•  To check that all is properly connected, plug the open hood into the mains supply.

•  Move the timer I / O switch to the “I” positions.

•  If all lights switch on disconnect the Hood from the electric.

•  If all lights do not switch on disconnect the hood from the electric, check the connections, 
replace the light tubes and retest.
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MAX 250 Hood     Disassembling and Reassembling the hood

Warning: Ensure that the power cord is disconnected from the electrical supply.

•  Place the hood cover over the chassis.

•  Align the dove-tail connectors on the left and right sides at the rear of the hood and firmly push the parts together.

•  It may take a few tries until you get the fit correct.

•  Correct assembly will be obvious once it has been achieved.

•  Hold the two parts together and place the Hood upside down.

•  Replace the screws and the screw covers.

•  Replace the lens into the brackets, close and screw the lens screws into position.
